Announcing the 7th Call Area QSO Party (7QP) will take place on May 3-4th 2025 starting at 1300
UTC (6:00A MST) on Saturday the 3rd. The 7QP is an amateur radio contest, held annually on
the first Saturday in May by the Central Oregon DX Club. The stations of the US 7th call area
(Arizona, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, Oregon, Utah, Washington, Wyoming) become "the pursued"”,
and the rest of the US, Canada, and the world tries to work as many of us, on as many
bands/modes as possible, over the 18-hour period. For the organizers of 7QP, a key objective is
to get as many of the state’s counties (15 Arizona counties) activated for at least some of the
contest by promoting serious "roving" mobile operation and county-line stations, and the casual-
operator at fixed stations in under-populated counties. Why not consider turning a camping trip
into a ham expedition? There are many entry categories (more than most other contests) so there
is something for everyone. Working this contest is far more rewarding from that remote location
than an otherwise normal contest weekend at home. Historically, counties such as Cochise, Gila,
Graham, La Paz, Navajo and Pinal are often soft in participation, so they should always be

MCC Can help! We are proud to announce that the lab course in Analog RF Communications, ELE261 — Communica-
tion Systems now focuses on the amateur radio community. The class is taught by amateur extra Mike Childers K7URK,
so you know it will be fun and “hands on” — not like the old boring lecture-only college courses you may remember.

We will have access to MCC’s new Ham Shack for use during the course. And feel free to take advan-

tage of this station outside of class with our club. Serious DX-ing awaits!

This lab class includes lecture instruction and hands-on
lab bench experiments. During the semester, you will
build a working AM/FM radio and use our lab instru-
mentation and test equipment to troubleshoot and align
each stage during construction. We will cover the theory of operation of
each stage as we proceed with construction. You’ll need a basic knowl-

edge of:

v Common components, including op-amps & bipolar transistors

v Basic familiarity with digital multi-meters and oscilloscopes

v Ability to read/draw basic schematic diagrams & block diagrams

v Basic thru-hole PC Board soldering skills

v Basic math skills in high-school level algebra
If you haven’t had any coursework in the above topics, you can still take the class with equivalent skills and experience.
